Shepherd’s Joy is a spirited Christmas piece with a Celtic flavor. Composed by Mark Hayes with
text by Hayes and John Parker, it is appropriate both for seasonal school concerts and Christmas
worship. It may be accompanied by keyboard alone, or by keyboard, recorder and violin (parts and
director’s score available separately, No. 21606). A larger orchestration, for recorder, violin, acoustic
guitar, electric bass, percussion, drum kit and synthesizer (parts and director’s score, No. 21597),
and a full performance/accompaniment compact disc recording (No. 21596) are also available.

For performance by church choirs, suggested corresponding scripture readings include Genesis 12:
1-3, Psalm 96, Isaiah 9: 2-7, Titus 2: 11-14 and Luke 2: 1-20. One basic homiletical theme is the
joyous news of the birth of the Messiah.
